We will agree the next steps.  This may include some of the following: 

• some extra help in school 

• referral for some support at home 

• referral for other agencies to be involved, such as Speech Therapy, 

Schools and Families Specialist Service, Bassetlaw  Primary 

Behaviour Partnership or the Healthy Families Team.
